 Summit County Children Services Announces New Partnership with the Summit County Sheriff’s Office

 
AKRON, OH – September 2024 – Summit County Children Services (SCCS), the local agency mandated to respond to reports of child abuse and neglect, has teamed with the Summit County Sheriff’s Office who has assigned a Deputy Sheriff entirely devoted to child abuse and neglect investigations for up to forty hours per week.  

This collaboration is instrumental in expediting services to children and families.  “Safety and well-being for children in Summit County is paramount to what we do,” said Cassandra Holtzmann, Executive Director.  Additionally, this partnership will assist caseworkers in the coordination of interviews and thereby supporting the reunification efforts of the agency.    

“The relationship between the agencies enhances services to the residents of Summit County with us working together,” said Chief Scott Cottle, Summit County Sheriff’s Office.  “Our duty in this role is to support the mission of SCCS which is safety, permanency, and well-being of all children served, in partnership with families and the community.”  

Deputy Joseph Krupla has been selected to serve in this capacity.  Deputy Krupla was a patrol officer with the Village of Peninsula Police Department. He was a K-9 handler, a member of the Summit Metro Crash Response Team and is a certified School Resource Officer.  Among his duties at the agency, he is a liaison for SCCS to other law enforcement entities and will assist with any safety concerns relative to agency staff and its campus.
